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DECLARATORY STATEMENT

Paul Block and Adam Underwood (Block and Underwood), Petitioners,
filed a Petition for Declaratory Statement requesting an opinion as to whether the
association violated sections 718.113(5), 718.115(1)(e), and 718.115(2), Florida
Statutes, when it required each unit owner to contract individually for hurricane
shutters and when it contracted for shutters on behalf of any unit owners who did
not do so and charged those unit owners directly for the hurricane shutters.

PRELIMINARY STATEMENT

On April 18, 2005, the Division received a petition for declaratory
statement from Block and Underwood, unit owners. Notice of receipt of the
petition was published in Florida Administrative Weekly on June 3, 2005. The 90

days for the Division to respond to the petition was stayed while the petitioners
