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Thank you for contacting the Florida State Boxing Commission (Commission) regarding your interest in
obtaining a license as a promoter. 1t is important that our licensees as well as prospective licensees
are provided with the information necessary to acquire and or maintain a license with the Commission.

The manual contains useful information regarding licensure requirements, where you can obtain
applications for licensure, forms used by the commission, promoter guidelines, weigh-in and event
procedures, and a copy of Chapter 548, Florida Statutes and Rule Chapter 61K1-1, Florida
Administrative Code.

Promoting and matchmaking a professional boxing, kickboxing, and mixed martial arts event for the first
time can be overwhelming if you are not aware of Florida’s regulations. We hope that you find the
manual to be a useful tool to obtain information quickly however, the manual does not take the place of
reading Chapter 548, F.S. and Rule Chapter 61K1-1, F.A.C.

548.002 Definitions.—As used in this chapter, the
term:

(1) “Amateur” means a person who has never
received nor competed for any purse or other article
of value, either for the expenses of training or for
participating in a match, other than a prize of $50 in
value or less.

(2) “Amateur sanclioning organization” means any
business entity organized for sanctioning and super-
vising matches involving amateurs.

{3) “Boxing” means to compete with the fists.

(4) “Commission” means the Florida State Boxing
Commission.

(5) “Concessionaire” means any person or business
enlity not licensed as a promoter which receives
revenues or other compensation from the sale of tickets
or from the sale of souvenirs, programs, broadcast
rights, or any other concessions in conjunction with the
promotion of a match.

{6) “Contest” means a boxing, kickboxing, or mixed
martial arts engagement in which persons participating
strive earnestly to win using, but not necessarily being
limited to, strikes and blows 10 the head.

(7) “Department” means the Department of Busi-
ness and Professional Regulation.

(8) “Event” means one or more matches comprising
a show.

{9) “Exhibition” means a boxing, kickboxing, or
mixed martial arts engagement in which persons
participating show or display their skill without
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necessarily striving to win using, but not necessarily
being limited to, strikes and blows to the head.

{10) “Foreign copromoter” means a promoter who
has no place of business within this state.

{11) “Judge” means a person who has a vote in
determining the winner of any contest.

{12) “Kickboxing” means to compete with the fists,
feet, legs, or any combination thereof, and includes
“punchkick” and other similar competitions.

{13) “Manager” means any person who, directly or
indirectly, controls or administers the boxing, kickbox-
ing, or mixed martial arts affairs of any participant.

{14) “Match” means any contest or exhibition.

(15) “Matchmaker” means a person who brings
together professionals or arranges matches for profes-
sionals.

(16) “Mixed martial arts” means unarmed combat
involving the use, subject to any applicable limitations
set forth in this chapter, of a combination of techniques
from different disciplines of the martial arts, including,
but not limited to, grappling, kicking, and striking.

(17) “Participant” means a professional competing in
a boxing, kickboxing, or mixed martial arts match.

(18) “Physician® means an individual licensed to
practice medicine and surgery in this state.

(19) “Professional” means a person who has received
or competed for any purse or other article of a value
greater than $50, either for the expenses of training or
for participating in any match.

(20) “Promoter” means any person, and includes any
officer, director, employee, or stockholder of a corporate
promoter, who produces, arranges, or stages any match
involving a professional.

(21) “Purse” means the financial guarantee or other
remuneration for which a professional is participating in
& match and includes the professional’s share of any
payment received for radio broadcasting, television, and
motion picture rights.

(22) “Second” or “cornerman” means a person who
assists the match participant between rounds and
maintains the corner of the participant during the maich.

(23) “Secretary” means the Secretary of Business

and Professional Regulation.

548.003 Florida State Boxing Commission.—

(1) The Florida State Boxing Commission is created
and is assigned to the Department of Business and
Professional Regulation for administrative and fiscal
accountability purposes only. The Florida State Boxing
Commission shall consist of five members appointed by
the Govemor, subject to confirmation by the Senate.
One member must be a physician licensed pursuant to
chapter 458 or chapter 459, who must maintain an
unencumbered license in good standing, and who must,
at the time of her or his appointment, have practiced
medicine for at least 5 years. Upon the expiration of the
term of a commissioner, the Governor shall appoint a
successor to serve for a 4-year term. A commissioner
whose term has expired shall continue to serva on the
commission until such time as a replacement is
appointed. If a vacancy on the commission occurs
prior to the expiration of the term, it shall be filled for the

unexpired portion of the term in the same manner as the
original appointment.

(2) The Florida State Boxing Commission, as cre-
ated by subsection (1), shall administer the provisions of
this chapter. The commission has authority to adopt
rules pursuant to ss. 120.536(1) and 120.54 to imple-
ment the provisions of this chapter and to implement
each of the duties and responsibilities conferred upon
the commission, including, but not limited to:

(a) Development of an ethical code of conduct for
commissioners, commission staff, and commission
officials.

(b) Facility and safety requiremants relating to the
ring, floor plan and apron seating, emergency medical
equipment and services, and other equipment and
services necessary for the conduct of a program of
matches.

{c) Requirements regarding a participant's apparel,
bandages, handwraps, gloves, mouthpiece, and ap-
pearance during a match.

(d) Requirements relating to a manager's participa-
tion, presence, and conduct during a match.

{e) Duties and responsibilities of all licensess under
this chapter.

{fy Procedures for hearings and resolution of dis-
putes.

{0) Qualifications for appointment of referees and
judges.

(h} Qualifications for and appointment of chief
inspectors and inspectors and duties and responsibil-
ities of chief inspectors and inspectors with respect to
oversight and coordination of activities for each program
of maiches regulated under this chapter.

() Designation and duties of a knockdown time-
keeper.

{) Setting fee and reimbursement schedules for
referees and other officials appointed by the commis-
sion or the representative of the commission.

{k) Establishment of criteria for approval, disap-
proval, suspension of approval, and revocation of
approval of amateur sanctioning organizations for
amateur boxing, kickboxing, and mixed martial arts
held in this state, including, but not limited to, the health
and safety standards the organizations use before,
during, and after the maiches to ensure the health,
safety, and well-being of the amateurs participating in
the matches, including the qualifications and numbers
of health care personnel required to be present, the
qualifications required for referees, and other require-
ments relating to the health, safety, and well-being of
the amateurs participating in the matches. The commis-
sion may adopt by rule, or incorporate by reference into
rule, the health and safety standards of USA Boxing as
the minimum health and safety standards for an
amateur boxing sanctioning organization, the health
and safety standards of the International Sport Kickbox-
ing Association as the minimum health and safety
standards for an amateur kickboxing sanctioning orga-
nization, and the minimum health and safety standards
for an amateur mixed martial arts sanctioning organiza-
tion. The commission shall review its rules for neces-
sary revision at least every 2 years and may adopt by
rule, or incorporate by reference into rule, the then-
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axisting current health and safety standards of USA
Boxing and the International Sport Kickboxing Associa-
tion. The commission may adopt emergency rules to
administer this paragraph.

(3} The commission shall maintain an office in
Tallahassee. At the first meeting of the commission
after June 1 of each year, the commission shall select a
chair and a vice chair from among its membership.
Three members shall constitute a quorum and the
concurrence of at least three members is necessary for
official commission action.

(4) Three consecutive unexcused absences or ab-
sences constituting 50 percent or more of the commis-
sion's meetings within any 12-month period shall cause
the commission membership of the member in question
to become void, and the position shall be considered
vacanl. The commission shall, by rule, define unex-
cused absences.

{5) Each commission member shall be accountable
to the Govemor for the proper performance of duties as
amember of the commission. The Governor shall cause
to be investigated any complaint or unfavorable report
received by the Governor or the department conceming
an action of the commission or any member and shall
take appropriate action thereon. The Governor may
remove from office any member for malfeasance,
unethical conduct, misfeasance, neglect of duty, in-
competence, permanent inability to perform official
duties, or pleading guilty or nolo contendere to or
being found guilty of a felony,

{6) Each member of the commission shall be
compensated at the rate of $50 for each day she or
he attends a commission meeting and shafl be re-
imbursed for other expenses as provided in s. 112.061.

(7) The commission shall be authorized to join and
participate in the activities of the Association of Boxing
Commissions (ABC).

(8) The department shall provide all legal and
investigative services necessary to implement this
chapter. The department may adopt rules as provided
in ss. 120.536(1) and 120.54 to carry out its duties under

this chapter,

548.004 Executive director; duties, compensa-
tion, administrative support.—

(1) The department shall employ an executive
director with the approval of the commission. The
executive director shall serve at the pleasurs of the
secretary. The executive director shall keep a record of
all proceedings of the commission; shall preserve all
books, papers, and documents pertaining to the busi-
ness of the commission; shail prepare any notices and
papers required;, shall appoint judges, referees, and
other officials as delegated by the commission and
pursuant to this chapter and rules of the commission:
and shall perform such other duties as the department
or commission directs. The executive director may issue
subpoenas and administer oaths.

{2) The commission shall require electronic record-
ing of all scheduled proceedings of the commission.

{3) The department shall provide assistance in
budget development and budget submission for state
funding requests. The department shall submit an
annual balanced legislative budget for the commission
which is based upon anticipated revenue. The depart-

548.005 Oversight of the commission; long-
range policy planning; plans, reports, and recom-
mendations.—

(1) The department shall exercise oversight of the
activities of the commission to the extent necessary to
facilitate the requirements of this section.

(2) To facilitate efficient and cost-effective regula-
tion, the commission and the department, where
appropriate, shall develop and implement a long-
range policy planning and monitoring process to include
recommendations specific to the commission. Included
in the plan shall be specific recommendations regarding
performance standards and measurable outcomes for
the commission. Such process shall include estimates
of revenues, expenditures, cash balances, and perfor-
mance statislics for the commission. The period cov-
ered shall not be less than 5 years. The commission,
with assistance from the department, shall develop the
long-range plan which must be approved by the
Governor. The department shall monitor compliance
with the approved long-range plan and shall assist the
commission in annuaily updating the plan for approval
by the Governor. The department shall provide concise
management reports to the commission and the Gov-
ermnor quarterly. As part of the review process, the
department shall evaluate:

{a) Whether the commission is operating efficiently
and effectively and if there is need for assistance to help
the commission in ensuring cost-effective regulation.

(b} How and why pugilistic exhibitions and contests
are regulated.

(c) Whether there is a need to continue regulation,
and to what degree.

(d) Whether or not licensee and consumer protec-
tion is adequate, and how it can be improved.

{e) Whether unlicensed activity is adequately en-
forced. ‘

Such plans should include conclusions and recommen-
dations on these and other issues as appropriate. Such
plans shall be provided to the Governor and the

Legislature by November 1 of each year.

548.006 Power of commission to control profes-
sional and amateur pugilistic contests and exhibi-
tions; certification of competitiveness of profes-
sional mixed martial arts and kickboxing matches.

(2) As to professional mixed martial arts and kick-
boxing, until a central repository of match records for
each exists and is approved by the commission, the
matchmaker shall certify as to the competitiveness of
each match.

548.0065 Amateur matches; sanctioning and
supervision; health and safety standards; compli-
ance checks; continuation, suspension, and revo-
cation of sanctioning approval,—

(1) No match involving amateurs which utilizes, but
is not necessarily limited 10, strikes or blows to the head
may be held in this state unless it is sanctioned and
supervised by an amateur sanctioning organization
approved by the commission. An approved amateur
sanctioning organization may only sanction and super-
vise the contests or exhibitions in the particular sport or
sports for which it has expertise and for which it is
approved by the commission.

(2) The commission may not approve any amateur
sanctioning organization unless it has adopted and
agreed to enforce a defined set of standards that applies
to all matches which will adequately protect the heaith
and safety of the amateurs participating in the matches
and the public and can adequately demonstrate to the
satisfaction of the commission that the principals of the
organization have sufficient background, training, and
experience in sanctioning and supervising matches for
which the organization is approved.

(3) Periodic compliance checks may be performed
by a representative of the commission designated by
the executive director in order to ensure enforcement of
approved health and safety standards and supervision
of matches by the approved amateur sanctioning
organization.

{4) Any member of the commission or the executive
director of the cornmission may suspend the approval of
an amateur sanctioning organization for failure to
supervise amateur matches or to enforce the approved
health and safety standards required under this chapter,
provided that the suspension complies with the proce-
dures for summary suspensions in s. 120.60(6). At any
amateur boxing, kickboxing, or mixed martial arts
contest, any member of the commission or a repre-
sentative of the commission may immediately suspend
one or more matches in an event whenever it appears
that the match or matches violate the health and safety
standards established by rule as required by this
chapter. A law enforcement officer may assist any
member of the commission or a representative of the
commission to enforce an order to stop a contest if

called upon to do so by a member of the commission or
a representative of the commission.

{5) The commission shall review its approval of the
amateur sanctioning organization at least biennially, or
sooner if determined necessary based upon the peri-
odic compliance checks or complaints to the commis-
sion, to determine continuation of approval. The com-
mission may continue approval or may suspend or
revoke approval based upon compliance of the organi-
zation with the approved sanctioning standards and its

ability to supervise matches in the state.

(1){(a) Before any license is issued or renewed 1o a
promoter or foreign copromoter and before any permit is
issued to a promoter or foreign copromoter, she or he
must file a surety bond with the commission in such
reasonable amount, but not less than $15,000, as the
commission determines.

(b} All bonds must be upon forms approved and
supplied by the commission.

(c} The sufficiency of any surety is subject to
approval of the commission.

(d) The surety bond must be conditioned upon the
faithful performance by the promoter or foreign copro-
moter of her or his obligations under this chapter and
upon the fulfillment of her or his contracts with any other
licensees under this chapter. However, the aggregate
annual liability of the surety for all obligations and fees
may not exceed the amount of the bond.

(2) In lieu of a surety bond, the promoter or foreign
copromoter may deposit with the commission cash or a
certified check, in an equivalent amount and subject to
the same conditions as the bond. Such security may not
be returned to the promater untit 1 year after the date on
which it was deposited with the commission unless a
surety bond is substituted for it. If no claim against the
deposit is outstanding, it shall be returned to the
depositor 1 year after the date it was deposited.

(3) Recovery may be made against any bond, cash,
or other security in the same manner as penalties are

The participant shall advise the physician
of the previous knockout or technical draw and shall
provide medical records or his or her permission for the
physician 1o consult with the physician who was the
treating physician at the time of the previous knockout or
technical draw.

state until such time as the state in which the participant
is suspended removes his or her name from the
suspension list or until the requirements of such
suspension have been fulfilled and proof of such has
been provided to this state. If a participant has been
suspended in another state for any reason other than
those stated in this paragraph, the participant may be
permitted to participate if the state in which the
participant is suspended is notified and consulted with
by this state before the granting of approval to
participate or the participant appeals to the Association
of Boxing Commissions and the association determines
that the suspension of such participant was without
sufficient grounds, for an improper purpose, or not
related to the health and safety of the participant.

(d) Any participant who fails to appear at a match or
fails to appear at a match at the designated time for
which the participant or the participant’s manager has
contracted and does not provide a valid reason or, in the
case of physical disability, furnish a physician's certifi-
cate shall be suspended for a period to be determined
by the commission ar shall be fined, or both, as
determined by the commission.

If the physician
determines that a participant is physicaily or mentally
unfit to proceed, the physician shall notify any commis-
sioner or the commission representative who shall
immediately cancel the match, The examination shall
conform to rules adopted by the commission. The result
of the examination shall be reported in writing signed by
the physician and filed with the commission prior to
completion of the weigh-in.

(b) The commission may require, by rule, each
participant to present to the commission representative
at the time of the weigh-in an originai copy of blood test
results which demonstrate whether the participant is
free from any communicable disease. If required by the
commission and the blood test results are not presented
as required by commission rule or raveal the participant
has a communicable disease, the commission repre-
sentative shall immediately cancel the match. The
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commission may adopt, by rule, protocols and proce-
dures for the blood tests and the cancellation of a
match, a list of communicable diseases covered by this
paragraph, and a time period within which the blood test
must be taken prior to the match.

(3)(a) In a match that is a sanctioned championship
title fight, or whenever the commission representative
has reason to believe that a participant has ingested or
used a prohibited drug or foreign substance, the
commission representative shall request and the parti-
cipant shall provide, under the supervision of the
attending physician, commission representative, or
inspector, a sample or samples of his or her urine
taken not less than 1 hour before the commencement of
the match or more than 1 hour after the conclusion of the
match. No participant shall use substances or methods
which could aiter the integrity of the urine sample. Urine
samples shall be taken in accordance with the protocol
as agreed upon in writing between the commission and
the laboratory used for processing the urine samples.

(b} The commission may require urine samples, as
provided in paragraph (a}, to be done randomly. If one
participant in a match is tested randomly, the other
participant in the match shall be tested also.

{c) Failure or refusal to provide a urine sample
immediately upon request shall result in the revocation
of the participant’s license. Any participant who has
been adjudged the loser of a match and who subse-
quently refuses to or is unable to provide a urine sample
shall forfeit his or her share of the purse to the
commission. Any participant who is adjudged the winner
of a match and who subsequently refuses to or is unable
to provide a urine sample shall forfeit the win and shall
not be allowed to engage in any future match in the
state. A no-decision result shall be entered into the
official record as the resuit of the match. The purse shall
be redistributed as though the participant found to be in
violation of this subsection had lost the match. If
redistribution of the purse is not necessary or after
redistribution of the purse is completed, the participant
found to be in violation of this subsection shall forfeit his
or her share of the purse to the commission.

(4) The attending physician or physicians shall
provide medical assistance at the facility to the commis-
sion representative and medical advice 1o the referee
during the match and shali be accorded the cooperation
of all commission representatives and licensees present
for the purpose of performing his or her medical duties.

shall immediately distribute the withheld funds to the
persons entitled thereto.

61K1-1.001 Purpose, Applicability and Scope of Rules.

{1) These rules implement the provisions of Chapter 548, F.S., and establish the regulations and standards set forth by the
Florida State Boxing Commission relative to professional boxing, kickboxing, and mixed martial arts. The rules contained herein
apply to all professional boxing, kickboxing, and mixed martial arts matches held in Florida or shown on a closed circuit telecast
viewed in Florida.

{2) Chapter 548, F.S., and these rules do not apply to any:

{(a) Match conducted or sponsored by a university, college, or secondary school if all the participants are students regularly
enrcalled in the institution;

(b) Match conducted or sponsored solety by a nationally chartered veterans’ organization registered with the state;

(c) Match conducted or sponsored solely by any company or detachment of the Florida National Guard; or

(d) Official Olympic event.

(3) All forms referenced in these rules may be obtained by contacting, and shall be filed with, Executive Director, Florida State

61K1-1.002 Definitions.

The definitions contained in Section 548.002, F.S., apply equally herein unless expressly indicated otherwise. As used in this chapter
the term:

(1) “Broadcast” means any audio or visual image sent by radio or television signals.

(2} “Closed Circuit Telecast” means any telecast which is not intended to be available for viewing without the payment of a fee,
collected for or based upon each event viewed, for the privilege of viewing the telecast and includes the term “pay per view”.
Examples of locations where a closed circuit telecast could occur include arenas, bars, clubs, entertainment or meeting centers and
private residences.

(3) “Contact Exhibition” means any exhibition in which the participants intend, are allowed or are expected to hit, punch, or
contact each other in any way.

(4) “Counted Out” means that a participant has been knocked down and the referee and knockdown timekeeper have performed
the appropriate count as set forth in these rules, and the completion of such count signifies that the participant has been knocked out.

(5) “Face Value” means the dollar value of a ticket which value shall reflect the dollar amount that the customer is required to
pay or, for complimentary tickets, would have been required to pay to purchase a ticket with equivalent seating priority, in order to
view the match or program of matches. It shall include any charges or fees, such as dinner, gratuity, parking, surcharges or any other
charges or fees which must be incurred in order to be allowed to view the match. However, if the ticket specifies the amount of
admission charges attributable to state or federal taxes, such taxes shall not be included in face value.

(6) “Fight Card” means a program of matches.

(7) “Gross Receipts” means the gross price charged for the sale or lease of broadcasting, television and motion picture rights
without any deductions for commissions, brokerage fees, distribution fees, advertising, or other expenses or charges; the portion of
the receipts from the sale of souvenirs, programs and other concessions received by the promoter or concessionaire; and the face
value of all tickets sold and complimentary tickets issued.

(8) “Kickboxing” means to compete with the fists, feet, legs, or any combination thereof. Offensive full-contact professional
karate punching, kicking, and striking techniques, with the exception of those techniques identified herein as fouls, are appropriate.

(9) “Main Event” means the principal match or matches within a program of matches.

(10) “Mixed Martial Arts” means unarmed combat that includes, but is not limited to, a combination of skills such as wrestling,
grappling, kickboxing, boxing and other martial arts. Variations of kickboxing that include strikes using forearms or knees are
included in this definition for permitting purposes only and shall be referenced using their known titles such as, but not limited to,
Muay Thai or Thai Boxing,

(1) “Person” means an individual, group of individuals, business, corporation, partnership or any other individual or collective
entity.

(12) “Physician” means an individual licensed under Chapter 458 or 459, F.S,, to provide medical services to participants and
other persons under the jurisdiction of the commission before, during, and after matches pursuant to Chapter 548, F.S.

(13) “Program of Matches” means, collectively, all of the matches that are scheduled or proposed to be scheduled under the
same permit.

(14) “Cable System Operator” means any person who broadcasts or telecasts a closed circuit telecast regardless of the
technology used to transmit or receive the broadcast or telecast.

(15) “Employee of the Commission” means the executive director, the commission’s legal counsel, and, to the extent that they
are assigned to work for the commission, any full time or part time salaried employee of the Department of Business and
Professional Regulation, and all OPS employees of the Department of Business and Professional Regulation, except those OPS
employees determined to be independent contractors and who are not involved in making policy decisions for the commission. This
definition is only for the purposes of implementing Chapter 548, F.S., Rule Chapter 61K 1, Florida Administrative Code, and Pub. L.
104-272, October 9, 1996, as set forth in Title 15, Section 6301-6313, USCA, and does not confer employee status for any other
purpose.

(16) “Registry” means any central repository or collection of match records that is subsequently approved by the commission.

(1) A meeting of the commission shall be convened, after the executive director gives notice as required by Chapters 120 and
286, F.S., upon the call of the chairman or at least three members of the commission. The location of the meeting shall be
determined by a majority of the commission. Under no circumstances shall a meeting of the commission occur unless notice has
been made as required in Chapters 120 and 286, F S,

(2) At the first meeting after June 1 of each year, the commission shall elect a chairman and vice-chairman from among its
membership.

61K1-1.0025 Executive Director, Duties and Responsibilities.

{1) The executive director shall;

() Maintain offices in the official headquarters of the commission located in Tallahassee, Florida;

(b) Perform all administrative functions to ensure that the commission operates and conducts its business in a lawful manner;

{(c) Be the custodian of records for the commission;

(d) Ensure that proper notice and recording is made of all meetings of the commission;

{(e) Attend all meetings of the commission;

(f) Tentatively approve, issue, withhold or deny licenses and permits according to the provisions of Chapter 548, F.S., and the
rules set forth herein;

(8) Be present at all matches and act as the commission representative in charge or, in the executive director’s absence, appoint
an assistant executive director or an employee of the commission to be the commission representative in charge;

This shall include appointing or causing to be appointed licensed match officials, in accordance with the criteria established within
these rules, and reviewing and approving or disapproving a match or fight card based on, but not limited to, the prospective
participant’s: weight, ability, record, and physical condition. The executive director shall not approve a match where it is reasonable
to believe, based on weights, abilities, records, or physical condition of the prospective participants, that the match would not be
competitive, would be physically unsafe for one or both participants, would be in conflict with the suspension requirements imposed
by any other jurisdiction’s boxing commission against one or both participants, except as provided for in Pub. L. 104-272, October
9, 1996, as set forth in Title 15, section 6306(b), USCA, or would not be in the best interest of the sport or the welfare of the public;

(i) Issue or cause to be issued administrative complaints and citations as set forth herein; and

() Shall have the authority to affix the executive director’s signature to documents which attest to or represent official
commission action.

(2) The executive director or any other employee of the commission shall not have any financial or pecuniary interest in any
person under the jurisdiction of the commission.

(3) The executive director shall be responsible for notifying the commission of any violation which would be grounds for
suspension or revocation of any person’s license, of violations that could cause the cancellation of a match or any matter which
could reasonably be anticipated to negatively affect the health of a participant, the safety and welfare of the public or result in legal
action being taken against the commission.

I. No person may act as an announcer, timekeeper, judge, physician, trainer, manager, promoter, foreign copromoter, second,
referee, participant, matchmaker, booking agent, representative of a booking agent or concessionaire for any match held in Florida
without first obtaining the appropriate license.

2. No person shall be issued a license if such person has an unpaid fine or any delinquent indebtedness outstanding to the
commission.

3. The commission shall not issue a license to:

a. Any person or business entity that has been convicted of any act, or that has a trustee, partner, officer, director, or owner that
has been convicted of any act that would constitute a violation of Chapter 548, F.S., or would constitute any of the grounds set forth
in Chapter 548, F.S., for suspension or revocation of a license or against whom such charges are pending before any regulatory
body; or

b. Any person or business entity that has been named in any information or indictment, or that has a trustee, partner, officer,
director, or owner that has been named in an information or indictment, for any act that would constitute a violation of Chapter 548,
F.8., or a ground for suspension or revocation of a license.

4. No person shall transfer or attempt to transfer, including by the use of a power of attorney, any rights, privilteges,
responsibilities, duties, obligations, or liabilities which by their nature are entitled to or encumbered by only those individuals
holding a license to perform and be responsible for such activities.

5. For the purposes of this chapter, the requirements and responsibilities of a foreign copromoter shall be the same as that of a
promoter, and wherever the term promoter is used it is deemed to include the term foreign copromoter.

(b) Licensing Procedure and Period.

1. All applications for a license shall be in writing on a form provided by the commission, verified by the applicant, complete
and have any required attachments, and accompanied by the required fee. An applicant for a license as an announcer, booking agent,
concessionaire, foreign copromoter, judge, manager, matchmaker, participant, physician, promoter, referee, representative of a
booking agent, second, timekeeper or trainer shall utilize Form BPR-0009-450, entitled Application for License, incorporated herein
by reference and effective June 21, 2004.

2. Upon receipt of an application for a license, the application shall be reviewed by the executive director, assistant executive
director, or commission representative and, if the application is in compliance with the requirements of Chapter 548, F.S., and the
rules set forth herein, a temporary license shall be issued pending final approval. If it is determined that the application is not in
compliance, the applicant shall be immediately notified and advised of the reasons for the finding that the application is not in
compliance.

3. A license issued pursuant to Chapter 548, F.S., and these rules shall be valid from the date of issuance until December 31 of
the year in which the license was effective. An application for the renewal of a license shall be submitted on the same form as
referenced above and all of the requirements, standards, and criteria used to approve or disapprove an application for a new or initial
license shall be used to approve or disapprove the application for the renewal of a license.

(c) License Fees. The following non-refundable fee shall accompany each application for a license:

(2) Permit; Requirement, Procedure and Period, Fee.

(a) Permit Requirement.

1. No promoter shall present a program of matches or no promoter, foreign copromoter or concessionaire shall broadcast a
program of matches unless a permit has first been obtained.

2. No promoter, foreign copromoter, or concessionaire shall be given tentative approval for or issued a permit if such person has
an unpaid fine or any delinquent indebtedness outstanding to the commission.

(b) Permit Applications — Live Events Held in This State.

I. For live events held in this state, the application for permit accompanied by the required fees shall be submitted by a
promoter licensed under Chapter 548, F.S,, and shall be required to be on file with the commission at least 7 calendar days prior to
the scheduled program of matches. An applicant for a permit shall utilize Form BPR-0009-454, entitled Application for Permit,
incorporated herein by reference and effective June, 21, 2004.

2. Upon receipt of the application for permit for a live event held in this state, the executive director shall review the application
and, if the application is in compliance with the requirements of Chapter 548, F.S., and the rules set forth herein, the executive
director shall give tentative approval to the promoter for the proposed date of the program. The approval shall be considered to be a
tentative approval. If the executive director determines that the application for permit is not in compliance with Chapter 548, F.S., or
the rules as set forth herein, the executive director shall immediately advise the promoter that the application for permit has been
disapproved and shall state the reasons that the application is not in compliance. The executive director may deny an application for
permit if another program of matches has previously been scheduled for the same date, and the executive director has determined
that adequate staff would not be available to properly supervise both program of matches ot if the executive director determines
adequate staff would not be available to properly supervise a single program of matches even if another program of matches is not
scheduled for the same day.

3. The promoter or matchmaker shall be required to provide the proposed fight card not later than 7 calendar days prior to the
proposed date of the program. Once a promoter has identified a licensed matchmaker for a specific program of matches, any
proposed matches submitted by the promoter will be deemed to be received from the matchmaker. The promoter or matchmaker will
be atlowed to propose additional matches until 12 noon on the day prior to the scheduled program of matches. After such time,
matches may only be proposed if records can be verified to the satisfaction of the executive director and prior to the conclusion of
the weigh-in. At the conclusion of the weigh-in no further matches may be proposed or approved. The executive director shall
review the proposed fight card and, if he determines that all the proposed matches meet the requirements of Chapter 548, F.S., and
the rules set forth herein, he shall approve the proposed fight card or match(es). If the executive director determines that the
proposed fight card or match(es) is not in compliance with Chapter 548, F.S., or the rules set forth herein, the executive director
shall not approve the proposed fight card and shall immediately advise the promoter or matchmaker that the proposed fight card has
been disapproved and the reasons for the disapproval. Approvals and disapprovals may be communicated for individual matches
comprising the proposed fight card.

4. All other pre-match requirements of the promoter described in Chapter 548, F.S., and the rules set forth herein shall be
accomplished before final approval is given and the permit issued, If the executive director or commission representative determines
that the promoter is not in compliance with the requirements set forth herein, the executive director or commission representative
shall rescind the tentative approval of the permit and the program of matches shall be cancelled. If the program of matches is
cancelled, all tickets shall be refunded in accordance with the refund provisions set forth in Section 548.066, F.S.

5. A permit shall only be valid for the program of matches for which it was issued. A new permit shall be required for each
program of matches,

6. Permits may not be issued at the discretion of the executive director if the program of matches is not comprised of an
acceptable number of scheduled rounds in order to protect purchasers of tickets. The executive director may take into account
whether or not the live event permit application for a particular sport is combined with another live event permit application for a
different sport and scheduled for the same date and venue in making a determination relative to the minimum number of rounds as a
condition of approval for each permit application.

7. For mixed martial arts, the promoter shall submit the conditions of the match for the proposed event no later than 14 days in
advance of the event to the executive director for review purposes. The executive director shall approve the proposed conditions of
the match if they fall within the predetermined requirements as set forth by the commission. Any differences that fall outside of the
